CCCC ð Year in Review ð 2025 

Expanding Advocacy, Education, and Impact 
 
This past year has been one of growth, determination, and heartfelt impact. At the core of our work is a simple but pow-
erful goal to ensure that patients and families have a strong voice in a health care system that often feels overwhelming 
and impersonal. 
 
Through our educational platforms ñ whether it was thought-provoking blog posts, engaging social media campaigns, 
informative webinars, or interactive community events ñ we created spaces for learning and connection. These werenõt 
just presentations or posts, but conversations about real issues that affect real lives. We talked about proposed Medi-Cal 
cuts and what they would mean for families. We explored the daily realities of living with traumatic brain injury, the frus-
trations of step therapy, and the unique challenges faced by people with conditions like hemophilia and thyroid disease. 
Each topic was approached with clarity, compassion, and urgency, because behind every policy issue are people who 
deserve to be heard. 
 
This year, we also launched a new program, Health Connections: Lunch & Learn, designed to build a stronger bridge  
between legislative staff and patient advocates. Beginning in September, these lunchtime gatherings became a place to 
learn, ask questions, and build understanding around health and policy issues. More than just a series, we hope it will 
become a community space where stories spark change and shared experiences open doors to new perspectives. 
 
Advocacy remained at the heart of our mission. We stood up against harmful treatment denials, pushed for access to 
safe and effective treatments for obesity, and shined a light on the growing power of pharmacy benefit managers 
(PBMs) whose business practices continue to threaten the survival of community pharmacists. We also joined with the 
California Pharmacy Association and Senator Wiener to host a news conference that called attention to the urgent con-
cerns surrounding PBMs. By raising awareness and pressing for change, we made sure these issues werenõt just headlines 
or statistics but urgent matters that affect peopleõs health and well-being. 
 
To amplify those voices, we created meaningful opportunities for direct engagement. Our òAdvocacy in Actionó legisla-
tive day brought together passionate patients, caregivers, and health leaders who shared their personal stories and policy 
priorities directly with lawmakers. And through powerful testimony at legislative hearings, we gave patients and their 
communities a seat at the table where decisions are made. 
 
Together, these efforts tell a story of collective strength. By combining education, advocacy, and action, we are not only 
shaping policies but also building stronger networks of support. We are equipping patients and families with the tools to 
stand up for their health, and we are working toward a health care system that values dignity, fairness, and access for 
everyone.

On Tuesday, July 8th the Alliance for PBM Reform, the  

CCCC, and the California Pharmacists Association hosted 

òSave Our Community Pharmacies!ó news conference which 

highlighted Californiaõs widespread pharmacy closures and 

the urgent need for the Legislature to pass SB 41 by Senator 

Scott Wiener (D-San Francisco). Attendees heard from  

patient advocates, local pharmacists, business owners, and 

health care organizations on the importance of Pharmacy 

Benefit Manager (PBM) reform and SB 41. The event was 

livestreamed through the California Chronic Care Coalitionõs 

Facebook page, receiving more than 600 views in less than three days. In total, 63 pharmacists, students, and health 

groups provided testimony at the Assembly Health Committee hearing. Advocates included 13 California pharmacists, 24 

health organizations, and 26 representatives from California universities. 

 

Advocacy in Action! 

The CCCC Board of Directors, the Bleeding Disorders Council of Cali-

fornia, California Rheumatology Alliance, Axis Advocates, the California 

Pharmacists Association and the Alliance for Patient Access held a very 

successful advocacy day event on May 7th at the Secretary of Stateõs Of-

fice across the street from the State Capitolõs òSwing Space.ó The Key-

note Speaker Assemblymember Jeff Gonzalez was inspiring. Attendees 

visited 43 legislative offices to discuss our key legislative issues.

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Our Programs 

In 2025, the need for accurate and trustworthy vaccination information became more important than ever. Diseases once 

thought to be under control, or even eradicated, are beginning to reappear, reminding us how vital immunization is in 

protecting both individual and community health. At the same time, changes in how vaccines are discussed and  

approached at the national level have created confusion for many families trying to make the best choices for their loved 

ones. Clear, evidence-based information helps cut through uncertainty, ensuring that people have the knowledge they 

need to stay protected and to keep their communities safe from preventable illness.  

 

In 2025, we continued our activity with the Coimmunity Grant: On the road to increase 

adult immunizations. We partnered with the California Pharmacists Association and the 

Komoto Foundation to hold an influencer focus group to inform our efforts to  

encourage vaccination. About 25 advocates from various nonprofits around the state 

joined us to help improve our outreach and better understand how to reach their  

audience. The partnership also created a coloring book for pharmacists and others to 

hand out to increase acceptance in children and parents of the need for vaccination. The 

book had the benefit of being edited by the focus group members and is available in 

English and Spanish. These books are available to order. 

 

With our member organizations we have created a year long social media education 

campaign. The campaign focused on several vaccinations including: Flu. RSV,  

Pneumonia, Meningitis, Covid-19, Shingles and HPV. In addition, we have created  

campaigns for back-to-school, National Immunization Month, and World Immunization Week. Packets with social posts 

and graphics were sent to our members for their use. 
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Our Programs 

In 2025, My Patient Rights (MPR) continues to stand with consumers facing real barriers to care ñ whether itõs  

denials, delays, out-of-network charges, high out-of-pocket costs, or confusing insurance rules. Navigating todayõs health 

care system is more complicated than ever, and MPR is here to make it easier for patients across the country to  

understand their rights and find the help they need. Every day, we receive questions, provide guidance, and work to en-

sure people donõt feel alone when fighting for the care they deserve. 

 

This year has brought new challenges in accessing care. Patients are feeling the impact of rising premiums and limited 

provider networks, including the ongoing shortage of primary care doctors and specialists. Weõve seen more people 

struggle with coverage for mental health services, access to obesity and weight management treatments, and affordability 

of new therapies. This year we emphasize the need to be aware or prostate cancer as our former President was diagnosed 

with the serious condition. Understanding Prostate Cancer: A Silent Threat to Menõs Health. 

 

MPR remains committed to lifting patient voices and pushing for access to quality, affordable care 

because in 2025, getting the right care at the right time shouldnõt be this hard. 

 

This year, cHope focused its efforts on passing a bill allowing for a range of treatments and tools for providers to use to 

help those battling obesity. SB 535 (Richardson) made it out of its first house but is still committee in the California  

Assembly. However, the bill is NOT dead. It is now a two-year bill. The cHope team will be working with the author's 

office, and members, behind-the-scenes to ensure the bill is 

ready to go in January.  Communication played a central role in 

spreading the word about legislation and obesity issues this year 

with regular communication to the cHope team. September is 

Childhood Obesity Month. To help promote information about 

childhood obesity, we added a section to the cHope website 

(www.obesityalliance.org/children.html). We also created  

several social media campaigns including one of childhood  

obesity to support the issue and new webpage.

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Programs 

2025 Highlights 

2025 is an in-session year, for Nevada. NCCC was very active educating incoming legislators on health issues of those 

with chronic disease and pitching BDR at the beginning of the session. This was followed by a very active legislative year.  

  

Advocates for Lower Out-of-Pocket Cost and Patient Access ñ NCCC is the founding member of this Coalition 

that started collaborating with key stakeholders in late 2023 to bring about Pharmacy Benefit Manager reform legislation 

for Nevadans. The Coalition was instrumental in advancing SB 316 which passed both Nevada legislative chambers with 

only two ôNoõ votes. However, at the last minute, end of session procedural delays kept the PBM from crossing the finish 

line. The Coalition has already taken steps to bring the legislation back in 2027  ð Nevadaõs next session.  

 

Nevada 2025 Legislative Activity 

In addition to the PBM bill, NCCC provided support to sponsoring legislators and groups seeking Prior Authorization 

legislation (Passed AB 463); Lung Cancer Screening Insurance Coverage (Passed SB 387); Single PBM for Medicaid 

(Passed SB 389); Medigap Insurance Coverage to Assist Transplantation (Passed SB 292); Cancer Screening Coverage 

Expansion ( Passed AB 234); and AB 161 (Passed) providing Hospice patients with a Bill of Rights. AB 259 attempted to 

mandate price controls for all non-government retail sales of IRAõs Maximum Fair Price drugs under Medicare. NCCC 

successfully opposed this piece of legislation. 

 

NCCC Advocacy in Action Day 

NCCC members and friends joined us on this shared advocacy day to educate about the bills we supported and opposed. 

We had meetings with 15 legislative offices and two drop-ins by legislators to our meeting room. 

 

Federal Legislation  
NCCC assisted in securing support from the entire Nevada congressional delegation for the Multi-Cancer Early  
Detection Screening Test Act (MCED) during the 118th Congress and has full delegation current session. Similarly, 
NCCC actively worked for passage of the Safe Step Act and efforts to address Copay Accumulators. It will continue to 
address those patient access barriers in the current Congress.  

HR 2407/S 2085 -- Nancy Gardner Sewell Medicare Multi-Cancer Early Detection Screening Coverage  

Act These bills will ensure equitable access to MCED tests for Medicare beneficiaries.  NCCC has  

assisted in securing support from both Nevada Senators and two of the four House Members.

Lynne Kinst, Executive 

Director of Bleeding Disorders Council of California and Interim Board Chair for CCCC lead our discussion with an  

in-depth knowledge of the situation.

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Alliance for PBM Reform 
The 2024 PBM Coalition sponsored by CCCC and CPhA was expanded this year and 

given the name Alliance for PBM Reform. The Alliance and it members supported SB 

41 (Wiener) which will improve transparency and ensure bad actors can no longer  

profit at the expense of patients and pharmacies. Through us of the Alliance website 

and regular communications and strong team which included Alliance members, Perry 

Communications Group, Senator Wieners staff, CPhA, and CCCC who were able to 

move the bill successfully see it signed by Governor Newsom on October 11th.

Workgroup  

In partnership with CDPH, the Coalition is a member of a statewide workgroup with the goal of 

strategizing evidenced-based best practices in the implementation of Comprehensive Medication 

Management (CMM) and increasing the role and responsibilities of the pharmacist as an integral 

member of the care team. With over $500 billion in waste from non-optimized drug therapy 

(GTMRx), CMM is the right move to protect patients and improve health.  

 

Californiaôs Master Plan for Heart Disease and Stroke Prevention  

CCCC serves as an advisor to the development of CDPH Californiaõs Master Plan for Heart Disease and Stroke  

Prevention. A new Master Plan is currently being developed.

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2025 Activities Overview ñ Issue Advocacy 

Throughout 2025, the Chronic Care Policy Alliance (CCPA) has managed a series of paid digital influence and grassroots 
activation campaigns to reach federal and state legislators and influencer audiences on a series of key patient issues. 
  
340B Drug Pricing Program | CCPA managed a paid digital influence and education campaign to counter state  
legislative efforts to establish mandates on the 340B program in California and Massachusetts, as well as a  two-week  
rapid-response campaign in Illinois, including digital influence ads and a grassroots letter-writing campaign. CCPA also 
managed a digital influence campaign to reach key federal audiences highlighting abuse of the 340B program and the need 
for reform to return to program to its original intent of supporting vulnerable patients. 

¶ Since launch, the CCPA digital influence campaign has generated 582,261 content views and 1,256 clicks,  
 reaching 835 federal policymakers and state policymakers in California and Massachusetts per week, with 

each person seeing ads an average of 13.85 times per week. 

¶ In total, the CCPA two-week rapid-response digital influence campaign in Illinois generated 5,200 content 
views and 8 clicks, reaching 146 state policymakers in Illinois per week, with each person seeing ads an  

 average of 20.28 times per week. The grassroots letter-writing activation drove a total of 47 letters urging state  
 legislators to oppose legislation to expand the 340B program. 
  
Inflation Reduction Act (IRA), Pharmacy Benefit Managers (PBMs) & Utilization Management (UM) | This 
fall, CCPA will manage a new media and digital advocacy program that will serve to educate federal policymakers about 
the impact of increased use of UM and other payer tactics as a result of the Medicare Drug Price Negotiation Program 
(MDPNP). The campaign will educate federal legislators and healthcare influencers about the need for policies that  
address PBM and payer practices, such as UM, to ensure patients receive intended savings. Key content items include:
